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The Swachh Bharat Mission (SBM), launched by the
Government of India, has significantly advanced
sanitation across the nation, emphasizing the
construction of Individual Household Latrines (IHHL)
and Community Sanitary Complexes (CSC). Karnataka
has made remarkable progress under the SBM,
achleving a 99% open defecation-free status by
2018-19. The state has constructed numerous IHHLsS
and CSCs, contributing significantly to maintaining its
ODF+ (Open Detfecation Free Plus) status.

Although the state has retained its ODF+ status,
individuals in several districts have not prioritized the
construction of individual toilets for various reasons.
This 1ssue 1s particularly evident in the Kalyan
Karnataka region, where open defecation persists. In

response, the Karnataka government has implemented

a significant initiative.
